Current Addictions Programming

National Native Alcohol and Drug Abuse Program

(NNADAP) and National Youth Solvent Abuse Program

(NYSAP): 

Å Network of 62 treatment centres 

Å 550+ community-based prevention programs

Å 1,000+ treatment counsellors and community-based 

workers 

Å NNADAP and YSAP: combined $70M



National Anti-Drug Strategy (NADS)

Å Announced in 2007 by the Prime Minister

Å Three pillars of NADS:

1. Prevention 

2. Treatment 

3. Enforcement

Å $30.5 million over five years, and $9.1 million ongoing, to 

enhance addiction services for First Nations and Inuit
